hurt. We are currently looking into additional security measures to ensure the safety of our staff.”

This is the forth robbery in a string of coffeehouse robberies. On October 28, Starbucks on Fishinger
Road was robbed. This week a Cup O’ Joe location and a Caribou Coffee location were robbed. Police

believe the same suspect is involved in all of these occurrences.
